Special Regulations 

for the Special Philatelic Exhibition with International Participation  6Okno Kranj 2013 

1. Name, Aims and Organizer  

The philatelic exhibition named 6Okno Kranj 2013 is organized by the Slovenian Philatelic Association (FZS) and Gorenjski muzej in Kranj in order to support this competitive way of exhibiting and to improve international co-operation among regions of Alps Adria and southeastern Europe.

2. Date and Place

The venue of the exhibition 6Okno will be Gorenjski muzej in Kranj, Glavni trg 4. It will be held from September 12th to September 21st 2013. 
3. Principles and Regulations

6Okno Kranj 2013 will be a competitive exhibition. Exhibits should be prepared in accordance with the General and Special Regulations of the FIP for the Evaluation of Competitive Exhibits at FIP Exhibitions (GREV and SREVs), and these Special Regulations for the Special Philatelic Exhibition with International Participation 6Okno Kranj 2013.

4. Exhibition Classes

Exhibits in all Competitive Classes can be also of Open-Philately type.  

All exhibits must have sixteen (16) sheets.  
5. Conditions for exhibiting

Participation in the non-competitive part of the exhibition is allowed only by special invitation.

In the competitive part the participation is open to all collectors who are members of Philatelic Societies affiliated to the Slovenian Philatelic Association.
The organizing committee is free to invite, in accordance with the first article of these regulations, exhibitors from foreign countries, five from each invited country, each with one exhibit. Due to the Agreement of  Co-operation between Slovene and Croatian Philatelic Federations, the slot for Croatia is ten exhibits. 

Exhibitors can participate with exhibits that have been already awarded at previous exhibitions and also with exhibits not yet shown.

The entry form can be found at the FZS website: www.fzs.si. 

Entry Forms must be received by the Organizing Committee or the 6Okno Kranj 2013 Commissioner no later than May 30th 2013. Confirmation will be sent till July 1st 2013.
Each Slovene collector can participate in the competitive classes with no more than three exhibits, collectors from abroad with only one exhibit per person. 

All exhibits will be shown in frames that can contain sixteen (16) sheets 27 cm x 30 cm (4 rows of 4 sheets). An A4 format is acceptable; acceptable is also an A 3 format in lying form. All sheets must be numbered continuously on each sheet and placed in a transparent protecting cover. On the back side of the first sheet the full name and complete address of the exhibitor should be written.

The text of the exhibits can be in any language of the participating country. In order to be better understood by the members of the jury, the introductory page (with plan) must be written in Slovene or English. 

The Organizing Committee has the right to reject any exhibit without giving reasons for the rejection. 

6. Obligations and Rights of Exhibitors

Participation in all classes is free of charge. 

By signing the entry form, the exhibitor accepts the provisions of all regulations listed in Article 3. Each exhibitor must deliver his accepted exhibits to the Organizing Committee in due time. Each exhibitor will be entitled to one copy of the exhibition catalogue, the corresponding diploma and the Palmares ceremony. 

The Organizing Committee has no obligations to eventual national commissioners. 

7. Award of Prizes

Prizes will be awarded by the Jury appointed by FZS. The Jury can award the following prizes:

· Diploma equivalent to gold medal for 80 to 100 points

· Diploma equivalent to vermeil medal for 70 to 79 points

· Diploma equivalent to silver medal for 60 to 69 points

· Diploma equivalent to silver bronze medal for 55 to 59 points

· Diploma equivalent to bronze medal for 45 to 54 points

· Diploma for participation for less than 45 points.

The Jury can also award the following prizes:

The decisions of the Jury are final.

8. Delivery and Return of Exhibits, Security

All exhibits delivered by mail must reach the Organizing Committee or Commissioner General at the address Mihael I. Fock, p. p. 1001, 4001 Kranj, Slovenija, not later than September 10, 2013.  For exhibits delivered by the National Commissioner or by the exhibitor himself, the exhibits must reach the exhibiting place no later than September 12, 2013 at 9.30 a.m. 

The exhibitors will pay the cost of delivering exhibits to the exhibition place. The cost for returning the exhibits will be paid by the Organizing Committee provided they are returned by post.

National Commissioners or exhibitors will be able to collect their exhibits one hour after the closing of the exhibition. In such a case, the cost for returning the exhibits will born by the exhibitors.

For all exhibits from countries which are not members of EU, the Organizing Committee recommends the use of an ATA carnet for custom formalities. 

The Organizing Committee will take all reasonable precautions to ensure the security and safety of all exhibits whilst they are in its possession. The Organizing Committee, however, will not be liable for possible damage or loss of the exhibits. Insurance against such cases should be taken by each exhibitor.
9. Changes of Regulations taken by the exhibitor
The Organizing Committee of 6Okno Kranj 2013 has the right to make changes to these Special Regulations, if necessary. All exhibitors will be duly informed of any such change. The decisions of the Organizing Committee are final.
